Sample Descriptions: 

Chloe Clover looks great (is ready for fun, etc.) in her purple short set.  The top has a scoop neck and short sleeves.  The coordinating shorts have a button waistband and fly zipper.  The 100% cotton fabric is easy care and will help keep Chloe cool during the hot summer days.  Chloe has been in 4-H for 5 years and her favorite project is Leadership.  She spends a lot of her time in the summer helping with project days as a junior leader.  
Chris has been in 4-H for 4 years and loves to play sports, especially golf!  Chris Clover will look great on the golf course in this outfit.  The short sleeve white polo shirt has blue trim on the collar edge and a button front placket.  The navy blue shorts have a flat front and two front pockets.  Chris finishes his outfit with a navy belt and white golf shoes.

Christy Clover is a 4 year member of the Solomon Valley 4-H Club.  You usually see Christy Clover in blue jeans and a t-shirt, but it was time for Prom and there has been a Cinderella transformation.  Christy looks quite elegant in her long gold chiffon dress.  Beads and sequins adorn the bodice, trailing down onto the skirt.  Christy loves the full chiffon dress flows, making her feel like a princess as she dances the night away.  
Kendra Clover knew what she wanted to make for her first constructed garment, an apron, because she loves to cook.  Kendra has been in the Foods Project for two years, taking Reserve Champion in the fair last year.  Kendra decided to try clothing construction this year and has made three articles – a pillow, blanket and this apron.  The apron is made of 100% cotton making it durable and easy to launder.  The long tie strings reach to the front making it easy to tie.
